a picnic or outing. If the
recipient of the Community
Citizen Award is a mem-
ber of another organization,
perhaps you can coordinate
activities with that organiza-
tion for your program.

We have found the Fam-
ily Festival a popular time
to highlight our OPERA-
TION SHOE BOX proj-
ect. Grangers kindly donate
more that a pickup truck
load of personal items every
year. These items get dis-
tributed to our soldiers in
Iraq, Afghanistan and other
locations overseas where
they are serving. The Op-
eration Shoebox Director
has to receive the military
personnel’s name, shipping
address and e-mail address.
The e-mail address is need-
ed to help locate the soldier
after their package arrives at
their overseas base.

We also cover the mailing
costs to ship the items over-
seas. The D&CS Commit-
tee members have agreed to
keep this project going for
as long as the folks that run
the program continue it.

People seemed to enjoy
the D&CS Chinese Auction
at the Family Festival so
we aren’t going to change a
thing! You buy the tickets
and put them in the collec-
tion container/bag next to
the item. On Saturday eve-
ning we pull the names and
the winner takes home the
item.

Legislative activity is a very
important part of the Grange
program. The Grange is a
grassroots organization and,
as such, our policy is derived
and adopted at the local level
first, then forwarded to the
county, state and national
levels for discussion and ac-
tion.

Local Grange members
write resolutions to address
issues they see in their com-
munities or nationally. If
adopted by the Community
Grange, the resolutions are
next considered at the Po-
mona or county level. Those
that are approved are then
submitted to the PA State
Grange for action at the an-
nual State Grange Session
in October. Resolutions that
are approved dealing with
national issues are forward-
ed to the National Grange
for action at the November
annual session.

Resolutions adopted by the
Grange set our policy for the
next year and beyond. The
next step is to seek legisla-
tive or other action in line
with our established policy.
Work with your local offi-

cials, county Commission-
ers, State Legislators, and
federal Representatives to
achieve the goals established
by our adopted policies. Of
course this is easier if you
have already cultivated a
relationship with these of-
ficials. Invite them to your
local Grange meetings, din-
ners and other activities so
they will already know you
and what the Grange is about
when you call about a legis-
lative issue.

Here are some other sug-
gestions for your legislative
committee:

1. The  Master/President
should appoint a chair-
man.

2. Use the State and Na-
tional Grange Legisla-
tive Policy booklets as
resources.

3. Become informed and
involved in local issues.

4. Prepare resolutions and
send them to local, coun-
ty, state and national
Granges.

5. Send letters or copies
of resolutions to local,
county, and state offi-
cials.

6. Publicize legislative ac-
tivities.

7. Keep a legislative note-
book with reference ma-
terials and resolution
ideas.

8. Compile a list of your
public officials at local,
state and national levels
with their contact infor-
mation.

9. Give a report at every
Grange meeting, encour-
aging discussion.

10. Call for action. Encour-
age your Grange to react
to an issue by drafting a
resolution or letter and
sending it to the appro-
priate public officials and
your local newspaper.

11. Contact other groups
with similar interests, or-
ganizing efforts on spe-
cific issues.

12. Follow through. Find

out why things have not

changed and learn how
they can be changed.

Make voter registration

a priority. Make sure

all your members are

registered. Involve the

Grange in non-partisan

voter registration drives.

14. Ask public figures to join
your Grange. This could
be the start of a good
working relationship.

15. Work with other Grange
officers and committees:
Lecturer — promote a

Grange Issues Forum
Agriculture Com.- pro-
mote farm issues

Publicity Com.- publi-
cize the Grange
position on issues

Membership Com.- in-

Four Steps for Recruiting

New Members

1.Set the Stage - successful
recruitment of new mem-
bers requires that you set
the stage for a conversa-
tion about the Grange. Get
them to ask, "What is the
Grange?" You can set the
stage by wearing a Grange
pin, displaying Grange
signs in your home or at
work, talk about Grange

projects and activities, or
use the Grange as a posi-
tive example when dis-
cussing current events.

. Listen - Spend some time

learning about the person
and their interests. Briely
answer their initial ques-
tions, then ask leading
questions to learn more
about them. Do they have
a family? Are they worried
about the community? Are
they looking for a way to
make a difference? As you
get to know them you will
be able to identify what
about the Grange would
interest them.

. Fill the Need - This is

when you share with them
how the Grange can fill
the need they expressed
in step two. Share with
them about the Granges'
involvement in local gov-
ernment and community,
the experience of being
part of a "family", or the
inclusion of the whole
family through Junior and
Youth programs.

ASK them to Join - This
is the most critical step,
ask them directly if they
would like to join. If they
say yes, hand them an ap-
plication to fill out right
there. Let them know how
excited you are and the
details of your Grange's
upcoming events. If they
say maybe, ask for their
phone number so you
can follow-up in a few
days and leave with them
some Grange brochures
or other information. If
they say no, leave them
with a Grange brochure
and some additional infor-
mation, you never know
when that seed you plant-
ed might sprout.
