PENN STATE EXTENSION 
RESTRUCTURING

You probably are aware of the 
extreme budget cuts that were 
proposed for Penn State Research 
and Extension lines in the PA bud-
get this year.  Fortunately the 52% 
cuts proposed by the Governor 
were not upheld by the Legisla-
ture.  Unfortunately, however, the 
Legislature did adopt 19% budget 
cuts for those lines.

The College of Agricultural 
Sciences has been conducting a 
strategic planning exercise called 
“AG Futures” for the last couple 
years.  All stakeholders were in-
volved in this process, includ-
ing the Penn State Ag Council of 
which PA State Grange is a mem-
ber.   (See the website www.agsci.
psu.edu/ag-futures)

In addition, the “Core Council” 
appointed by Penn State Presi-
dent Graham Spanier worked last 
winter to review each College in 
the University and recommend

1 cup canned pumpkin  2 tsp baking powder
¾ cup sugar    ½ tsp salt
¼ cup orange juice   1 tsp pumpkin pie spice
2 large eggs    1 cup fresh of frozen blueberries
¼ cup vegetable oil   white icing (recipe below)

As summer turns to fall, the 
General Assembly is concluding 
statewide hearings on a range of 
issues, and preparing to return to 
Harrisburg to wrap up the calen-
dar year.  During the summer, we 
saw public hearings on Marcellus 
Shale impacts, charter school re-
form, energy regulations, liquor 
privatization and school choice, 
among other more narrow topics.
Now that lawmakers are on their 
way back to the State Capitol, 
here is some of what we can ex-
pect.

Liquor is Quicker
In the House, the leaders of that 

chamber have made it clear that 
their number one priority will be 
the privatization of the state’s li-
quor sales, an initiative that has 
the strong backing of Governor 
Tom Corbett.  And while the mo-
mentum is growing in the lower 
chamber, the State Senate has 
thus far shown limited interest in 
passing the legislation, with that 
Chamber’s top leader saying it 
was not a priority, and a powerful 
southeastern PA Republican Sen-
ator saying the bill would not pass 
without beer sales modernization,

complicate the process.  There is 
a rocky road ahead on this one.

Vouchers Part 2
After failing to get a House or 

Senate vote on his prized school 
choice plan last spring, Gover-
nor Corbett and his allies are ex-
pected to make a full-court press 
this fall to get some sort of school 
voucher program passed into law.

porters on the size and scope of 
the plan led to its collapse in the 
spring, and look for supporters to 
not make that mistake again.  The

seems to be a limited voucher 
plan for the poorest-performing 
school districts, coupled with a 
vast expansion of the Educational 
Income Tax Credit Program.

The Road to the Promised 
Land?

The Governor’s Special Com-
mission on Transportation Fund-
ing wrapped up its work in July, 
laying out its vision for an ad-
ditional $2.7 billion annually in 
road, bridge, transit, aviation and 
all manner of other transporta-
tion funding.  House and Senate 
leaders remain committed to try-
ing to get a package done this fall, 
although everyone is anxiously 
awaiting the word from Governor 
Corbett on what he may support.  
Since increased license and regis-
tration fees, as well as a potential 
oil franchise tax increase, are part 
of the plan, right now it is unclear 
if the more conservative mem-
bers of the General Assembly will 
get on board. Almost everyone 
agrees, however, that it must get 
done now since next year is an 
election year.

Marcellus Mystery Tour
Lawmakers in both chambers 

remain far apart on what a poten-
tial fee or tax on Marcellus Shale 
drilling should look like, and 
more importantly, who should be 
the recipient of the spoils.  Over 
in the House, leaders remain 
much closer to Governor Cor-

bett’s stance, which is that no tax/
fee proceeds whatsoever should 
go into the General Fund, but 
should rather “stay local” to help 
remediate problems where drill-
ing is taking place.  Southeastern 
Republicans, however, have be-
gun to push back and demand that 
at least some of the proceeds go 
toward the General Fund, or per-
haps transportation.  In any case, 
some sort of Marcellus Shale levy 
looks like a question of “when” 
instead of “if.”

2012 Budget
Cabinet Secretaries across state 

government have already been 
given their marching orders for 
next year, and it looks like more 
of the same for most departments.  
According to some insiders, the 
governor has already set out gen-
eral parameters: all agencies un-
der his jurisdiction will be asked

year, and perhaps even anticipate 
more cuts.  Although there are 
substantial operating surpluses 
on hand, Governor Corbett has 
made it clear that he wants at least 
$400 million in business tax cuts 
next year, including the continued 
or perhaps accelerated phase out 
of the Capital, Stock and Fran-
chise Tax and an expansion of the 
Net Loss Carry Forward provi-

sion in the tax code. So austerity 
looks like it will continue at least 
through 2013 when it comes to 
state government.

Odd and Ends
Other things you may see pop 

up before the General Assembly 
adjourns for the year are Unem-
ployment Compensation Fund 
solvency legislation; the gov-
ernor’s economic development 
package, entitled the “Liberty 
Financing Plan”; charter school 
reform;  closure of Megan’s Law 
loopholes;  alternative energy 
reform;  tort reform; banning of 
cellphone talk and texting while 
driving.

All Over the Map
Finally, the Legislative Reap-

portionment Commission is al-
ready hard at work re-drawing 
all 203 House and 50 State Sen-

available for public comment this 
winter, and then the new seats 
will take effect during the 2012 
Primary elections.  The House 
and Senate are also working on 
re-drawing all of Pennsylvania’s 
Congressional seats, but unlike 
the legislative plan, it must pass 
both chambers and be signed by 
the governor like any other law.  
That map will likely be done be-
fore lawmakers return in January.
